• GOD IS THE SOURCE OF WISDOM

• Then the mystery was revealed to Daniel in a night vision. 
Then Daniel blessed the God of heaven; Daniel said, “Let 
the name of God be blessed forever and ever, for wisdom 
and power belong to Him. It is He who changes the times 
and the epochs; He removes kings and establishes kings; 
He gives wisdom to wise men and knowledge to men of 
understanding. It is He who reveals the profound and 
hidden things; He knows what is in the darkness, and 
the light dwells with Him.” – Daniel 2:19-22

FOCUS ON GODLY WISDOM
• JESUS CHRIST IS THE MANIFESTATION OF GOD’S WISDOM
• For the word of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but 

to us who are being saved it is the power of God. For it is written, ‘I 
WILL DESTROY THE WISDOM OF THE WISE, AND THE 
CLEVERNESS OF THE CLEVER I WILL SET ASIDE.’ Where is the 
wise man? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this age? Has 
not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? For since in the wisdom 
of God the world through its wisdom did not come to know God, God 
was well-pleased through the foolishness of the message preached to 
save those who believe. For indeed Jews ask for signs and Greeks 
search for wisdom; but we preach Christ crucified, to Jews a stumbling 
block and to Gentiles foolishness, but to those who are the called, both 
Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. – 1 
Corinthians 1:18-24

For where jealousy 
and selfish ambition exist, there is disorder and every evil 
thing. But the wisdom from above is first pure, then 
peaceable, gentle, reasonable, full of mercy and good 
fruits, unwavering, without hypocrisy. And the seed whose 
fruit is righteousness is sown in peace by those who make 
peace. – James 3:13-18
