o Their faith in Jesus was warped by a false
concept of the Messiah - one that did not involve
the cross

o As long as the cross was only talked about, they
could accommodate it

o When the cross became a reality, their belief
system came crashing down

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What the Disciples Lacked

o Disciples thought they knew how strong they

were, but they did not know how much fear of
man existed within them

o One who knows his weaknesses can become
strong, even on his weak point

o He who knows not his weaknesses cannot be
strong at any point

o Previously, their worst “sifting” came when
unable to cast out a demon

o Experience would teach them the importance of
Forethought, Truth, and Self-knowledge

Conclusions

 Just like the disciples, we need to
prepare ourselves for battle

 “Sifting” frequently comes
without warning

 In warfare, preparation is
everything!
