Jerohoam Becomes King Over Israel

> Rehoboam’s refusal to heed the request of the
northern tribes. (1 Kings 12:1-20)
>His forces told by Shemaiah “for this thing is of me.”
(1 Kings 12:21-24)
»Kingdom divided politically, but to remain united religiously.
> Jeroboam doubits his rule, took counsel. (1 Kings
12:26-28a; cf. previous chart--1 Kings 11:37-38)
