1 We must confess Christ!

— “2Whosoever therefore shall confess me
before men, him will | confess also before

— “But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts:
and be ready always to give an answer to
every man that asketh you a reason of the
hope that is in you with meekness and
fear” (1 Peter 3:15).

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Why is this Subject So
Important?

1 Our Eternal Destiny is as Stake!
— “I said therefore unto you, that ye shall die
in your sins: for if ye believe not that | am
he, ye shall die in your sins” (John 8:24).

Why is this Subject So
Important?

1 Christ is the Prophet foretold by Moses!

— “For Moses truly said unto the fathers, A
prophet shall the Lord your God raise up
unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him
shall ye hear in all things whatsoever he
shall say unto you” (Acts 3:22).

1Deuteronomy 18:15 — “The LORD thy God will
raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of
thee, of thy brethren, like unto me; unto him ye
shall hearken.”

Why is this Subject So
Important?

1 Christ is God’s ordained spokesman!

— “1God, who at sundry times and in
divers manners spake in time past unto
the fathers by the prophets, 2 Hath in
these last days spoken unto us by his
Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all
things, by whom also he made the
worlds” (Hebrews 1:1-2).
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Why is this Subject So
Important?

a1 Christ is the Gift of God’s Love!

— “16 For God so loved the world, that he
gave his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth in him should not
perish, but have everlasting life. '” For God
sent not his Son into the world to condemn
the world; but that the world through him
might be saved” (John 3:16-17).

Why is this Subject So
Important?

1 Christ is vested with all authority!

— “18 And Jesus came and spake unto them,
saying, All power is given unto me in
heaven and in earth. ' Go ye therefore, and
teach all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of
the Holy Ghost” (Mathew 28:18-19).

Why is this Subject So
Important?

1 Christ’s Words are Truth and Life!

— “Verily, verily, | say unto you, He that
heareth my word, and believeth on him

that sent me, hath everlasting life, and
shall not come into condemnation; but is
passed from death unto life (John 5:24).
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Why is this Subject So
Important?

1 His words will judge us!

— “He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not
my words, hath one that judgeth him: the
word that | have spoken, the same shall
judge him in the last day” (John 12:48).

His Universal Nature!

1 Jesus impacted this world like no other!
1 He is the most known character of religion!
— Loved by many — hated by most!
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Jesus Is The Universal Character!

His Influence!

1 Most acknowledge His Goodness and
Greatness:

— A good man! - John 7:12

— A great teacher!

a1 The most controversial character of all time! ——
T e — A great prophet!

1 His religion and doctrine excluded any others!

— Matthew 16:18; John 14:6
— His doctrine was divisive (Matthew 10:34-39)

1 He transformed skeptics & sinners into saints!

— Saul a persecutor to Paul the preacher of the
Gospel!

1 (Galatians 1:13-16)

Flavius Josephus On Jesus

“Now there was about this time Jesus, a wise man if it be
lawful to call him a man, for he was a doer of wonderful
works, a teacher of such men as receive the truth with
pleasure. He drew over to him both many Jews, and
many of the Gentiles. He was the Christ, and when Pilate,
at the suggestion of the principal men among us, had
condemned him to the cross, those that loved him at the
first, did not forsake him; for he appeared to them alive
again the third day; as the divine prophets had foretold
these and ten thousand other wonderful things
concerning him. And the tribe of Christians so named
from him are not extinct at this day.”

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— The greatest philosopher!

Deity!
“What think ye of Christ? whose
son is he?”

1 Jesus confirmed Peter was correct!
— No blessings in a wrong answer!

“...for flesh and blood hath not revealed it
unto thee, but my Father which is in
heaven”

1 Peter was blessed by revelation from God!
— Revealed by the words and works of Jesus!
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Peter’s Confession

Peter’s Confession

“Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living
God”

1 Peter spoke factually and truthfully!

1 His confession embraced numerous truths:
. The Office of Jesus — “the Christ”!
. His Divinity — “the Son of the living God”!
. His Christhood implies his humanity!

1 In Mathematics!
— He disproved the “law of diminishing
return.”
1Fed the four & five-thousand!
—4,000 - 7 loaves & a few fish (Mark 8:1-9)
mTook up 7 baskets
—5,000 - 5 loaves & 2 small fishes (John 6:2-14)
mTook up 12 baskets of barley loaves
— Pentecost — 12 Apostles to about 3,000
souls!
1Romans 1:16

He provided an INCREASING Return!

Historian Philip Schaff on Jesus

“This Jesus of Nazareth, without money and arms,
conquered more millions than Alexander, Caesar,
Mohammed, and Napoleon; without science...he
shed more light on things human and divine than all
philosophers and scholars combined; without the
eloquence of schools, he spoke such words of life
as were never spoken before or since, and produced
effects which lie beyond the reach of orator or poet;
without writing a single line, he set more pens in
motion, and furnished themes for more sermons,
orations, discussions, learned volumes, works of art,
and songs of praise than the whole army of great
men of ancient and modern times.”
