LOVE.

Two kinds of pressure that create this 

crisis:

•Pressure on the mind to believe wrong 

things. 2 Corinthians 10:5; 2 Peter 2.

•Pressure of the flesh to do wrong things. 

Genesis 6; Romans 13:13; 1 Corinthians 

6; Galatians 5; Ephesians 4; Colossians 

3; 1 Thessalonians 4:3-7; 1 Peter 2, 4
