m 516 BC The temple is completed. Ezra 6:15

m 458 BC Ezra led a second remnant of 2,058 Jews
to Jerusalem. Ezra 8:1-34

m 444 BC Nehemiah led a third remnant back.

m Artaxerxes (465-425) Authorized Nehemiah to
rebuild Jerusalem, Ezra 7; Book of Nehemiah

597 BC Second Group (10,000) taken to Babylon,
2 Kings 24:10-16; Ezekiel 1:1-3
586 BC Jerusalem falls, temple destroyed, 2 Kings
25e1l=21l
539 BC Babylon falls to Medes and Persians,
Daniel 5: 25ff; Isaiah 44:27-45:1-4
