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This means that during the eschaton (climax of history, jrb) the believers lived
in a tension of experienced and anticipated eschatology; between “the already”
and “the not yet.” They were already in the kingdom of Christ (Colossians
1:13), but still waiting for the coming of the kingdom of God (1 Corinthians 5

15:24-28). (Max King, “The Cross and the Parousia of Christ,” page 32)
